Photocopying and Printing Explanantion:The photocopying costs include the following: Aistear Early Childhood Curriculum Framework), , The Learn Together Programme (Religious, Environmental and Ethical Educational Programme), “Hands On Phonics” Programme, Spelling Programme, Nursery Rhyme Programme and SPHE (Social, Personal and Health Education) Programme. In the Infant Classrooms, we prefer to sourceour own worksheets, lesson plans and activities using the Primary Curriculum, various books and internet sources that reflect our themes and planning.
Stationery Explanation: The teacher will purchase all copies,  a homework pack, classroom documents wallets,scrapbooks, polypockets, plastic envelopes for their words etc. required for each child during the year which is included in the stationery costs so you don’t have to worry about supplying these. All these stationery items will be kept in the classroom and made available to your child when needed. Please hand this money to the teacher on the first day of the term if possible in an envelope marked with your child’s name.
Twistable Crayons (don’t get these mixed up with twistable pencil crayons): I have a special request to ask all parents/guardians to provide a packet of “twistable crayons” in your child’s pencil case to be left in school for the entire year and replenished as the year goes by if necessary. Your child won’t have to sharpen these crayons. The children waste a lot of precious time sharpening colouring pencils instead of doing their school work. It is very frustrating for the children and a waste of their time. The “crayon twistables” do not have to be the Crayola ones that are more expensive but a cheaper version that can be bought in Smyths/Super Valu/Tesco/Book Shops etc. Please put a tiny label on each twistable with your child’s name on them before they start school in September so they don’t get mixed up with other children’s. These twistables are not to go home in the child’s bag. They are only to be used in the classroom and will stay in school at all times until the end of the school year. 
Please label all books,  pencils, twistables, water bottles etc to help the teachers and children take care of the children’s belongings. Please continue to label clothes as the year progresses as children tend to leave hats, gloves hoodies behind. Personalised labels can be purchased from mynametags.ie (56 labels from 16.95-dishwasher and washing machine proof or Sharlie Fabric Markers (approx €10 for 8) are widely available.
	Voluntary Contribution: Each family is asked for a contribution of €100 per year, this can be paid in one instalment or in 2 instalments of €50 each ( in September and January). This is a vital fund for every school- it makes up the shortfall between the Department of Education and Skills grants and what it costs to run the school.

Pupil Personal Accident Insurance: €8 per child Cover is for 24 hours, 365 days. The school takes this out on behalf of every child in the school as a group thereby reducing the cost for you to €8. Cover commences as soon as payment is received.
